Supplies

1. Lab Binder: The lab binder should be a ! inch, 3-ring binder
with 4 dividers (one for each quarter). The students will keep this
binder in the class. They should not take this home, unless given
permission. The binder will keep all the labs for the year. Nothing
else should be stored in this notebook!

2. School Binder: All students should keep their homework
assignments, study guides, project instructions, etc, in their regular
school binder. Make sure that they ALWAYS have at least two




pencils, two black or blue ballpoint pens, two red pens, college-
ruled paper, colored pencils, and graph paper in their binder.
Students will slow down the progress of the class and themselves
when they come unprepared.

4. Graph Paper: €ach student should have a supply of 3-hole,
perforated edge, graph paper in their school binder by the first full week of
class. Most of their labs will be completed with this paper.

Homework

Homework is given on an average of 2-3 days per week. Assignments
can fall on any day. All written work needs to be completed with a black
or blue ballpoint pen. Lab write-ups should be done in pencil. Students will
need to label their homework in the upper right corner with their first and
last name, date, period, and assignment #. The title of the assignment
should be written in the middle of the top line. Incomplete or messy work is
NOT acceptable and will be subject to negative points.

Homework will be divided into two categories: “Required” and “Your
Choice.” “Required” activities are due the next day of class. “Your Choice”
activities will be due all at once as a packet upon completion of the
chapter. Students will be able to choose what type of assignment they want
to complete for this packet.

Homework Calendars will be sent home for each chapter
detailing what they need to bring, HW, and test date. Late or
incomplete work will have an automatic 20% deduction before
grading.

Message Board

Students will be able to see if they have any
missing work, make-up tests/quizzes, parent signatures,
etc on the Message Board in my room. It is the
student’s responsibility to check their “pocket” on the
board and follow through.




Quizzes

Periodically, students will be given short oral/written quizzes based
off material just learned.

A S-question “Random Quiz,” will be given as well throughout the
year. These questions are picked at random and will include
topics they will cover this school year. This quiz is NOT
included in their grade, but will help them retain information
learned throughout the year.

Tests

Each test will be a final assessment on what the student has learned
and retained from the previous unit. They will be a mixture of multiple
choice, true/false, short answer, matching, and short essay. Make-up tests
will be available upon student’s request. Study guides will either be filled
out during the course of the chapter by the student or given to one week
prior to test.

Grading

Grades will be based on a points system. Approximate
point values are as follows:

Homework: 100 pts Projects: 300-500 pts
Tests: 300 pts Lab Binder: 80 pts per lab
Quizzes: 50 pts

*Extra Credit will be available for students who have completed all required assignments.
(up to 3% of total grade) Possible extra credit could be a current event article write-up,
proof of scientific museum visit w/ write-up, bringing in extra lab supplies from wish list,
and doing extra homework activities.
